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When foreigners visit Japan, one thing they are almost always amazed by is the
transportation system, especially the trains and subways.

I used to live in the suburbs of Tokyo and commute ( (D ) Tokyo every day.Iwasn’t
amazed — I was shocked!

Of the busiest 100 train
stations in the world, how many are in Japan?

So, what is your answer? Here’s a hint. The top 10 most crowded stations are all in
Japan. Actually, the top 20 are all in Japan. In fact, the most crowded train stations outside
of Japan is the Paris Nord Station in France at the 24th place, and Taipei Station at the 25th
